A Painless Plan For Earning Eagle Scout in Less than Five Years 
While a Scout, go to Troop meetings and campouts to work on First Class Trail (Tenderfoot, Second Class First Class) and merit badges; earn camping nights and activity requirements for Camping Merit badge; attend service events; and fulfill leadership requirements for Star, Life and Eagle.
Year 1 – End of Fifth Grade
WINTER AND SPRING 
· Pick a Boy Scout troop and complete the requirements for the Joining (Scout) badge
· Complete Tenderfoot Rank
· Complete Second Class Rank
SUMMER AND SCOUT CAMP
· Complete First Class Rank
· Earn First Aid merit badge and one fun or interesting merit badge at camp, such as Leatherwork, Art, Wood Carving, Rowing, Canoeing, Basketry.  Eagle Badge 1 and Elective Badge 1. 
Year 2 – Sixth Grade
DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR 
· Earn two merit badges of personal interest, such as Pets, Dog Care, Sports, and Reading.  Elective Badges 3 & 4.
SUMMER AND SCOUT CAMP 
· Earn Swimming OR Cycling OR Hiking Merit Badge Eagle Badge 2
· At camp, earn two more merit badge of interest such as Archery, Astronomy,  Nature.                        Elective Badges 5 & 6. 
· At camp, earn Environmental Science Merit Badge (can be completed in town) - Eagle Badge 3  
· Earn Communications Merit Badge - Eagle Badge 4
· Start Citizenship in the Community Merit Badge by attending a City Council or School Board Meeting and complete during the next school year.  The state capitol and a historical landmark can be visited during the summer or during Winter Break’  - Eagle Badge 5
Complete Star Scout Rank - Requires 6 merit badges,  including 4 Eagle
Year 3 --  7th Grade - age 12-13

· Earn two school-related badges such as Scholarship, Sports, Art, Music, Computers.         Elective Badges 7 & 8.

· Earn Personal Fitness Merit Badge (requires a fitness program for 12 weeks).  Eagle Badge 6.
· At camp, Earn  Lifesaving OR Emergency Preparedness merit badge.  Eagle Badge 7.
· Earn two more merit badges of interest such as Rifle Shooting, Wilderness Survival.         Elective Badges 9 & 10.
Complete the Life Scout Rank - 11 total merit badges, including 7 total Eagle
Year 4 -- 8th Grade - age 13-14
DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR OR SUMMER OR SCOUT CAMP
· Earn Citizenship in the Nation (coincides with 8th grade social science) and World merit badges – Eagle Badges 8 & 9
· Earn Family Life Merit Badge (chores for 90 days) - Eagle Badge 10   
· Complete Camping Merit Badge.   Eagle 11
· Earn Personal Management Merit Badge- Eagle 12 .
Year 5 -- 9th Grade - age 14-15
Plan Eagle Project, obtain concept approvals.  Write proposal  and obtain approval s.  Organize Eagle Project.  Complete Eagle Project .  Finish Eagle application with supporting paperwork and submit.
Prepare for the Eagle Court of Honor – allow several months after submitting the application.
